Nomination Justification

The Town of Pagosa Springs’ Historic Preservation Ordinance states that:

“In order to qualify for designation as an historic landmark pursuant to this ordinance, the property must be at least fifty (50) years old, determined to have historic significance due to one or more of the following factors, and must have the property owner’s written consent or application. The HPB reserves the right to waive any requirement.

1. Its character, interest or value as part of the development, heritage or cultural characteristics of local, regional or national significance.

2. Its location as a site of a significant historic event.

3. Its identification with a person or persons who significantly contributed to the culture  and development of the town.

4. Its exemplification of cultural, economic, social or historic heritage.

5. Its portrayal of the environment of a group of people in an era of history characterized by a distinctive architectural style

6. Its embodiment of distinguishing characteristics of an architectural style valuable for the study of a period, type, method of construction, or the use of indigenous materials.

7. Its identification as the work of an architect, landscape architect or master builder whose individual work has influenced the development of the area.

8. Its embodiment of elements of architectural design, materials or craftsmanship that represent a significant architectural or structural innovation.

9. Its relationship to other distinctive areas that are eligible for preservation according to a plan based on an historic, cultural or architectural motif.

10. Its unique location or singular geological, archaeological or physical characteristic representing an established and familiar visual feature of a neighborhood.”
