Regular Meeting Minutes

I.
Call to Order / Roll Call


Board members Shari Pierce (SP), Wendy Sutton (WS) and Twila Brown (TB) were present. Chrissy Karas (CK) and Jeff Greer (JG) were absent. Meeting called to order at 5:15pm.
II.
Approval of Minutes. 

Staff presented the July 14, 2011, Regular Meeting Minutes for approval.

WS motioned to approve the July 14, 2011 HPB meeting minutes with out changes. TB 
seconded the motion which was unanimously approved.

Sign Review.
 

A. Staff presented an application submitted for a new projecting sign to be located at 462 Lewis 


Street, by the applicant, John Wainer. The building has an existing, previously HPB 


approved projecting sign bracket and the applicant proposes a 4 sq. ft. per side projecting 


sign with a 12'-0" clearance from the bottom of the sign to the sidewalk. The Sign frame 


is proposed to be weathered grey barn wood and the sign colors are consistent with 


'Rookwood Shutter Green'. Staff will have color photos at the meeting for review and 


consideration. The Design Guidelines for the  Historic District & Local Landmarks 


section  8.5 allows projecting signs no larger than 15 sq ft, 8.5 feet min clearance 
from 


bottom of sign to sidewalk surface and projecting no further than half of the sidewalk 


width. Chair SP brought up that the HPB had not previously allowed phone numbers or 


web sites to be posted on signs in the historic district. John Wainer stated that he will 


remove the phone number if requested to do so and will send a final layout to staff for 


consideration. WS motioned to "Approve the proposed 4 sq ft projecting sign with grey 


barn wood frame, 'Rookwood  Shutter Green' contingent on the removal of the phone 


number from the sign with final approval by staff. TB seconded the motion which was 


unanimously approved.

Certificate of Alteration Review  

A. Staff presented an Application for Certificate of Alteration for a proposed addition to a locally 

designated historic landmark home located at 121 Lewis Street, aka the Warr home. 


The property owners and applicants, Courtney King and Michael Musgrove, have 



submitted an "Application for Certificate of Alteration" for a proposed addition to a 


locally 
designated historic landmark at 121 Lewis Street (the Warr House).  Courtney 


King presented the proposed alteration to add 100 square feet of bedroom space and 50 


square feet of covered porch area on the first floor, the rear (south-east) side of the 


home. King stated that there is an addition to the main original part of the house with a 


shed roof to the South and the applicant would like to extend this shed roof line and add 


100 square feet of finished area in the east direction to line up with the exterior wall of 


the circa 1912 portion of the home. Visually, this addition will be compatible with the 


existing addition on the back, as well as compatible with the original front portion of the 


house and will not adversely affect architectural features that contribute to the original 


Historic designation. The addition will not be visible from Lewis Street and will likely 


only be visible from the Alley in the winter season (deciduous trees).One historic window 

on this south side will be removed and reused on the new east exterior wall. In addition, a 

pair of French doors to match the doors installed as part of the previous remodel 



(approved by the HPB in 2007) will provide access to the covered porch to the south. 


New siding will be painted wood lap siding to match the existing siding. The covered 


porch framing will be exposed and stained to match the framing of the adjacent enclosed 


porch. All trim will be wood painted to match existing home colors, White siding, 


'Rookwood Jade' trim, 'Downing Straw' soffit and Black metal roof panels. TB motioned 


to approve the proposed "Application for Certificate of Alteration" for 121 Lewis Street. 


WS seconded the motion which was unanimously approved.
