Call to Order / Roll Call


Board members Shari Pierce (SP), Wendy Sutton (WS), Chrissy Karas (CK) and Twila Brown (TB) were present. Jeff Greer (JG) was absent. Meeting called to order at 5:10pm.

Approval of the August 11, 2011, Regular Meeting Minutes were tabled until the next meeting.

Sign Review.
 
A. Staff presented an application submitted for a new marquee sign to be located at at 462 Lewis Street, the Community Methodist Church represented by Ernie Carver. The proposed sign frame size is 73" wide x 38" tall x 8" deep = 20 sq ft. The Methodist Church currently has sufficient remaining square feet for signage out of 250 sq ft allowed. The proposed sign cabinet frame will be painted "Rookwood Clay" (sw2823). The top display will be white vinyl letters attached to a wood base painted "Rockwood Clay". The bottom display will be a translucent backboard with changeable black vinyl letters. The top of the cabinet will be shingled with Tamko Weathered Wood 705 to match the church building roof shingles. SP asked about the internal lighting and Mr. Carver clarified the lighting would be backlit with LED's which will illuminate the translucent changeable letter stand. CK asked about the text, and Mr. Carver said the text would similar to the existing text on the building, however, condensed to accommodate the message size. TB motioned to "Approve the proposed 20 sq ft marquee wall sign with an exterior frame color in 'Rookwood Clay' as presented". WS seconded the motion which was unanimously approved.

Decision Items. 

A. Historic Preservation Board member attendance at the Saving Places Conference. 

Staff presented that from the CLG grant received, $1,542.00 was allocated for board member attendance at the "2012 Saving Places Conference" to be held in Denver on February 1-3 (Wed-Fri), 2012.  In addition, we have received a $200 reimbursable grant for attendance at this Historic Preservation conference. Up to 25% price discounts are available for early registration and room bookings. In preparation for early bird registration and bookings, staff asked the board for permission to register 3 spaces for the conference and rooms to take advantage of the early discounts. The HPB approved staff to register 3 spaces for the conference and rooms to take advantage of the early discounts.
B. State Historical Fund round table discussion in Monte Vista on November 18, 2011.

Staff presented that a free 3 hour round table will be held on Wednesday November 16th in Monte Vista regarding the April 2012 grant round. This would entail determining an eligible project that could be considered for the next grant round. A more thorough presentation is available at the saving places conference. The HPB determined that no one was available to attend.

A. Potential Conceptual Development Review:
Lisa Hayes, Susan Winter Ward and Mary Sealey were present t o present a conceptual development in the Historic District. The initial concept reviewed was verbally presented by Lisa Hayes, who represented that her client wishes to get an idea if his concept might be received positively by the board. In general, the board heard the concept and was supportive, however, ultimately determined that more info and conceptual drawings would be needed for specific comments regarding the proposal.   
B. Andrea Hubbard to present ideas for historic cultural stories.
Mr. Andrea Hubbard presented his vast past experience with historic preservation boards and processes in many communities. Mr. Hubbard spoke on the importance of the stories that make our history, not just the physical building in our community. Since he is not quit eligible to serve on the HPB at this time, he offers his services to the HPB if needed.
C. New Historic Landmark Plaques.

Staff presented that a packet had been sent to Mr. John Motter for comments and suggestions for the 8 new landmark plaques the board is working on, but has not received the information back as of yet. SP stated she also has not had time to research information.
